· Repeating a lecture

· déjà vu; physical & intellectual difficulties

· the lecturers body and body language; 

· Use the Madonna Mike and the remote mouse

· Allows walking, repeating students questions and comments

· Repeat Main concepts 3 to 6 times

· Lectures, Labs, Tut’s, Pracs….

· First class “Getting to know you” exercise

· Some faculties these are NOT Compulsory!

· Other Faculties they are! Role attendance may become a requirement

· Is there Laboratory access outside Lab Sessions?

· Allow a few minutes of settling in time!

· Give them a short break in a 2 hour lecture

· 2 hour lecture format

· 5 Minutes settling in with Music

· 15 - 20 minutes teaching

· 5 minute pairs task

· 15 - 20 minutes teaching

· 5-10 minute break with Music

· 15 minutes teaching

· 10 - 15 minute pairs task/video

· 15 minutes teaching

· Then 5 minutes summary and conclusion and into to next weeks tasks

· OLT Slides of main points only

· Guest Lecturers ... 20 minutes to 1 hour 

· IT Failure and your SKILLS 

· Always include a Printed script of an audio tape

· Plan for what you will do if you are “Back to chalk & Talk!”

· United Teaching Front

· Tutorial team meetings; 

· agreed standards for marking; 

· One tutor marks all students for 1 assignment / 1 exam question

· 1 or 2 tutors with consultation hours to lighten your coordinators role!

· Can you appoint a Super Tutor to coordinate the other tutors and lighten your load?

· Don’t wait for the question to be asked more than once!

· Record and load to OLT an Audio recording of Lectures

Agreed Ground Rules

· You can ask the class in the first week to :

· develop their own learning contract

· Agree on the ground rules for the sessions

· Agreed mutual respect

· Most discipline problems can be solved/averted by mutual respect

Variety is the spice of life

· Short multimedia items

· Video, audio, etc

· Examples may not seem highly “relevant” – but use them and then draw the connections

· Followed by open forum discussion

· Student “Your turn” time

· Student volunteers to act in a case study “skit”

· Keepad’s can be used for

· Checking for Exam readiness

· Checking rather than assuming Prior knowledge

· Delicate or topical conversations

· Ethics and ethical / moral issues

· Drug use

Assessment drives learning

· think about what type of assessment you want to drive the learning in the unit

· Your Unit Goals and Assignments are critical elements

· So build your teaching material around the assessment

· In first year classes encourage formative assessment items

· In latter year classes use peer assessment

· EG: In a final semester post-graduate class I use double blind peer reviewing of each others work. Each student peer reviews 2 other student papers. The Peer Reviewers are also assessed (5% of assessment). The students get feedback from the marker and from 2 other students.

· Offer choices of Exam format

· Run an OLT quiz and give students 3 to 5 options of exam questions

· Offer choice of assignment

· You may submit either a paper, or a poster, or a multimedia item
